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NEWCASTLE FOOD GRANT SCHEME 

Funding up to £1500
GUIDANCE NOTES
The Community Food Initiative has a bi-annual food grant scheme available to community projects/organisations in Newcastle to improve access to healthy food in local communities and/or support local people to have a healthy, varied and balanced diet. Addressing barriers to healthy eating, such as affordability or availability, the possible negative impact of culture and lack of food skills.
Grants of up to £1500 are available and the grant money will be expected to be spent and the work evaluated within 12 months of receiving payment. 

What will the Community Food Initiative fund?

The grants can be used to purchase equipment to get started from growing through to food preparation e.g. forks for digging to forks for eating. 
You can apply for a grant to develop food related projects which must benefit low income or disadvantaged communities in Newcastle.
Your planned activity must be either a new activity or an existing activity which will be significantly developed or improved.

Types of activities that would address the barriers to healthy eating:

· Cookery or food preparation skills workshops

· Increasing the availability of affordable healthy foods or meals

· Building the skills of staff and/or volunteers to prepare healthy food or meals

· Building the skills of staff and/or volunteers to provide healthy eating activities e.g. cookery workshops

· Increasing the affordability or availability of healthy foods by growing fruit and vegetables

The Community Food Initiative will fund community groups, voluntary organisations or social enterprises but will consider applications from local authority organisations e.g. schools if they are working closely with the community.
Applicants must be willing to attend local training courses to ensure knowledge of key healthy eating messages is up to the level required for delivery of planned activities. 
What will the Community Food Initiative not fund?

Staffing costs and regular running costs will not be covered but sessional/temporary staffing costs will be considered.
Individuals and/or private companies cannot apply to the grant scheme. 

The same or a similar activity funded before without significant development or improvement. 
Food purchases that do not contribute to long term plans which address barriers to healthy eating e.g. snacks or meals for other group activities.

Food costs for events e.g. buffets.

The Community Food Initiative will not fund activities that do not take place in Newcastle.
How are the grant decisions made?

The grant panel will meet soon after the deadline for receipt of completed applications. The grants panel will read all of the application forms which meet the criteria. Each application will be discussed in more detail and graded using a criteria assessment form. The grants panel will then make decisions on which applications will receive funding.
You will be informed by letter of the outcome of your application.

If your application is unsuccessful brief feedback can be provided on request. You are welcome to re-apply to future funding rounds.

Conditions of grant
· Projects who receive a grant will be given a preliminary interview to confirm outcomes and a timeframe for the work funded through CFI
· The main contact person will be responsible for ensuring that all grant funded activities are carried out and will produce the report on the activities when requested.

· The grant must be used only for the purposes described in the application form. 

· You will be asked to carry out a simple evaluation before and after the work to assess impact.

· If the timeframe of the work being funded is changed or delayed the CFI must be informed immediately. The funding should be spent, work completed and evaluated within 12 months.
· You will be asked to contribute to the food grant evaluation report giving feedback on the progress and impact of your grant.
· You will be asked to assist the CFI in producing a case study with photographs (with permission from service users).

· You will be requested to register with either Change4Life West Newcastle or Lean East, if you are geographically compatible with these partnerships.

· The CFI reserves the right to request the return of funds if the grant is not used for the purpose for which it was allocated.
· Any promotional materials or evaluation must acknowledge the grant and it’s origins e.g. this work was fully or partially supported by CFI food grant.
