Draft notes for the evaluation tool kit.

The idea of the kit is to measure how much knowledge people/groups have at the beginning of a session/course compared to that at the end.

1. Photocopy the jugs template and hand out to individuals in the group.

2. Ask them to mark on at the beginning of the session where they think they are in terms of skills, knowledge etc. 

3. At the end of the session/course ask them to mark on the jugs in a different colour where they think they are at now. 

4. The session leader will then collate all the jugs and transfer this information on to the evaluation questionnaire.

5. These questionnaires should then be forwarded quarterly to Nicola Cowell at the community food initiative; that will then collate all this information and feed it in to the obesity strategy. This will hopefully have greater impact to show the amount of involvement from the community. 
We are hoping the use of this tool kit will help secure further funding for projects. 

If there are any projects’ currently using an evaluation which they feel is easy to use we would be grateful if you could share it with the network.
